Independent Clauses

An independent clause is a group of words which includes a subject and a verb, 

and contains a complete thought. Independent clauses can stand alone as 

sentences.

A dependent / subordinate clause is a group of words which includes a subject 

and a verb, but doesn't contain a complete thought. Dependent clauses cannot 

stand alone as sentences.

Example: Ever since she graduated, Hannah has been busy looking for a job.
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
