A dangling modifier is a type of misplaced modifier that modifies a
word or phrase that is not clearly stated in a sentence.

Example: Entering the room, the lights were brilliant.

In this sentence, “entering the room”is a dangling modifier. It appears to
modify the lights, as if to say to “The lights are entering the room.”

Entering the room, Liam found the lights brilliant.

With the modified noun “Liam’, placed in the correct place, this sentence is
now easy to understand.
